The Distance Education Enhancement Task Force shall make recommendations for policies and potential legislation to the Clerk of the Legislature, the Education Committee of the Legislature, the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the Legislature, and the Appropriations Committee of the Legislature on or before December 31, 2005.
